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Dear Small Group Leaders and Facilitators:

As we conclude our service as worship series we encourage you to use this week to discuss one of the two options below:
A. Select one of the last three sermons to review and continue the discussion on service as worship.

OR

B. Read Philippians 2:1-8, Matthew 5:34-40
a. Share thoughts, reflections and testimonies about the impact of Service Sunday – both from the perspective of the service giver and then the perspective of the service receiver.  Ask:

i. In what ways was this experience different from other community service projects you have been involved in?

ii. What do you believe would be the impact on our community and on our church family if service to this degree was to become a regular part of our church life experience?

b. Discuss maintaining a lifestyle of service through your small group Kingdom Assignment.  Review one you are currently doing, or discuss a new one your group can do together.  

i. To what degree does or can your Kingdom Assignment reflect the essence of service as worship?
c. From Sunday’s presentations, discuss which area(s) of need, if any, your group members feel God is softening their hearts toward service, individually and as a group? 

i. Prison Inmates

ii. The Homeless

iii. Seniors

iv. Those in need of Emergency Shelter
v. HIV/Aids victims & The Under-insured

vi. Other
d. Consider again the texts above: What principles can we draw about service:  Specifically, how we are to serve; who we are to serve; and why we are to serve?

e. As you prepare to close in prayer with open hearts and ears, discuss what God may be saying to group members individually and to the group as a whole for next steps of service.   Give group members time to reflect/share the following:
